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40 Years of Blessedness

And this I pray that your love may abound still more and

more in knowledge and all discernment, that you may be approved

the things that are excellent, that you may be sincere and without
offense till the day of Christ, being filled with the fruits of

righteousness which are by Jesus Christ to the glory and praise of

God.

On May 26, 1971 God
forgave my sins and gave me a new
beginning. One month later, on
June 27, 1971, He baptized me with
His Holy Spirit. By His love and
grace, 2011 is the 40th anniversary
of my Full Gospel faith. Those
who share this blessed experience
would, just as I, understand what
Jesus said: “Only one thing is
needed. .. that good part which will
not be taken away” (Luke 10:42).

My maternal grandparents
came to know this full gospel truth,
attended and served in the early
years of our church. My 93-year-
old mother, Mrs. Tsang Kwok
Yuet Yung, grew up with Mr. SCH.
Sung in this faith. In fact, my great

grandmother, whom I did not have

(Philippians 1: 9-11)

the opportunity to know, attended
Pentecostal church in Zhong Shan.
So I can say that I am the fourth
generation in our family to be
blessed with the Pentecostal faith
that has become a defining and
inseparable part of me.

I grew up in this church, and
as such, I was molded by this faith.
I possessed quite a lot of biblical
knowledge; but knowing is one
thing, and living out our faith is
another; as James wrote in his
epistle, “Be doers of the word, not
hearers only” (James 1:22). I never
had to fight to justify my faith, but
after I came to America, my life
was not as simple as it once was.
During these 25 years in the United

States, I have faced two major

trials—trials that truly tested my
faith. Through these trying times,
God’s word never failed me. At
night, words from the Pentecostal
hymnal gave me courage and
comfort.

Having God’s word in my
heart from a young age proved
invaluable. Paul mentioned in
Romans 10:10 that “for with
the heart one believes unto
righteousness, and with the mouth
confession is made unto salvation.”
I believe this is true, but to go
through spiritual battles, we must
rely on the power of the abiding
Holy Spirit. Satan’s attacks were
fierce and overwhelming; I was
able to see the enemy at work
amidst the confusion, and to
trust God only instead of seeking
worldly counsel. It was totally
because of the blood that covers
me and the Holy Spirit’s effect in
me, He was my defense and light
in extreme darkness. If I had relied

on my own wisdom, I would not be



here today; my family would have
been lost also. Now I can fully
identify with Paul as he testifies,
“We have this treasure in earthen
vessels, that the excellence of the
power may be of God and not of us,
we are hard pressed on every side,
yet not crushed; we are perplexed,
but not in despair... struck down,
but not destroyed” (II Corinthians 4:
8-9) .

When my faith was put on
trial, a few things came to mind:
how well do I know God and His
character, and, more importantly,
how submissive am I to His truth?
In scripture, submissiveness is not
a sign of weakness but of great
courage. We do so because we
understand God’s sovereignty and
authority over us. I was taught that
no matter what happens, I must
always examine myself before
God to see if there is anything
that goes against God’s holiness.
Knowing God’s character can be
summed up in my mind as this:
no matter how far I have strayed
from the path, His forgiveness and
acceptance is readily available—
He is an incredibly loving and just
God. Before Him, I have to humbly
admit that I was wrong, confess

my sins with my mouth and I

must be ready to shoulder all the
consequences of my error. I firmly
believe His mercy is greater than
His judgment. No matter what He
allows to come my way, He wants
to bless me in the end. Both times
He gave me victory and granted
me total restoration. Through such
trials, I was able to grow in the
grace and knowledge of Him.

The elders in the church
and my parents were my mentors.
What they taught me was not only
through mere words, but, more
importantly, also through how
those words were lived out. Mr.
S.H. Sung taught me to be “honest
and true to others, honest and true
to myself, and honest and true to
God.” What I admired him for was
that he lived out what he taught
me. My father was a man of very
few words, but when I was young,
he taught me: “first discipline
your body, then discipline your
heart before you go to church.”
He was such a man of discipline.
He showed me loyalty to God and
to His church by quietly serving
the church for 20 years. He was
my role model in this respect. My
mother has also been a woman
of great Christian integrity, as

witnessed by her co-workers at

Ying Wah Girls School for over 40
years.

As time goes on, friends
of my age, especially those who
share the legacy of “genuine faith”
as Timothy learned from his
mother and grandmother—a non-
hypocritical faith (I Timothy 1:5),
would share my burden of passing
on the essence and goodness of
Full Gospel faith to the younger
generation. We proclaim that our
church has not changed in 104
years, and this staunch declaration
is not limited to the unchanged
foundation of faith or the truth
that is proclaimed from our pulpit.
It also speaks for each believer.
Because of God’s special election,
the effect of Christ’s precious blood
in our redemption and cleansing
and the continual presence of the
Holy Spirit’s infilling in our lives,
we can be a living testimony. How
can we ascertain if a fruit tree is
good or bad? By its fruit we taste.
How can we share this blessedness
of our Full Gospel faith? The fruit
we bear in our lives will help them
seek.

May God continue to bless
our church, our Full Gospel faith,

and all of us!
