Dedication

The dedication service of our
new church in Vancouver was the
fulfilment of a long-tarried promise.

The actual dedication service took
place at 3:00 pm. on 20th August,
1988, and was attended by more than
350 people.

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with a congregational hymn, “Come,
Thou Almighty King”, followed by
prayer and a brief account on the
history of the establishment of the
Vancouver branch church by Mr.
Cheng To-yin. The combined choir
then sang “Be joyful in the Lord”,

abundantly and exceedingly

(and one member of the church

had  voluntarily contributed

more than 20 times towards the
building of the new church);

to offer our very best to God

(just as we did for the rebuilding

of the churches in Hong Kong

and Kowloon).

*May we all be moved by one Spirit,
become one in God’s Word, and be
filled and empowered by the Holy
Spirit so that the Light of the Full
Gospel may shine in Vancouver and
all across Canada.
